I'am here tonight, along with other members of the PoultryFest Board of Directors, to thank you for the
sponsorship grant of $4000 that is before you for approval tonight. We have always appreciated the financial
support that West Lincoln Council has given to our non-profit festival.

We would also like to thank Mayor Trombetta for her assistance in getting Pen West Utilities to install a banner

system at the west end of Smithville that will be available to all community groups to promote their causes and
events.

Also, we would like to thank Alderman Dinga for her assistance, as a volunteer on our committee since day
one, for making hundreds of calls to businesses to help us obtain over 100 other sponsors who donate cash and
services to make PoultryFest a success.

And, I would like to invite all the members of Council to attend PoultryFest on June 28 to see for themselves
what a group of over 300 volunteers can achieve when they set their minds to it.

We are also here for another reason. To express our concern over comments from last week’s Committee
meeting that appeared in the Friday edition of Niagara This Week that were attributed to Aldermen Glazier and
Rehner. I quote from the newspaper: " Aldermen John Glazier and Mike Rehner

both expressed concern that the money

.approved to go towards PoultryFest does

not receive enough recognition when the

festival committee gives out its scholarship

awards. .

“We deserve some recognition for our
monies in this worthwhile event,” said
Rehner.

I would like to address the two issues we see from these comments, first our Scholarships and secondly the
matter of recognition for your financial contribution.

One of the mandates of our festival has been to “promote community spirit through volunteerism”. As part of
that effort we decided to present an annual scholarship at both high schools in West Lincoln to students who
excel at volunteering in their school and their community. We can hardly imagine a better value to encourage
in the youth of our community who will go on to be the leaders of tomorrow. The whole point of the awards is
to recognize the actual student volunteers, not any particular one of the 110 sponsors who financially support
PoultryFest.

On the matter of recognition for the Township’s financial support, I would challenge Aldermen Glazier and
Rehner to find another organization that provides as much recognition as PoultryFest does to its’ financial
supporters. We have had many festivals contact us about the success of our sponsorship program and we always
advise them that the key is the recognition that we are able give back to the sponsors. For example, the West
Lincoln logo will be printed on full page ads in the following newspapers:

- Niagara This Week (165,000)

- Grimsby Lincoln News (23,000)

- Niagara Farmers’ Monthly (30,000)
- West Niagara News (21,000)
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All of this advertising is donated by these publications. Also, the logo will appear on 800 posters and 5,000
rack cards which are donated by Premier Impressions of Grimsby. And, the logo appears on our website which
receives about 5,000 hits per month and in 90,000 Fun Guides that we distribute. Then, as a final recognition,
your logo appears on the giant sponsor board in the arena and we have invited Mayor Trombetta to participate
in our official opening ceremonies.

We are not sure what else you would like us to do? We are open to your suggestions.

I'would also like to point out that the majority of the funds from the Township are returned to the Township.
Last year PoultryFest paid $900 for facility rentals, $350 for building permits to erect tents at the fairgrounds,
and $1630 for Public Works and Recreation labour, equipment, and materials.

PoultryFest is proud to bring over 20,000 people to Smithville each year. We also provide the opportunity for
numerous community groups to raise awareness and funds for their organizations. The Lions Club has run a
successful food booth at PoultryFest since the festival’s beginnings, our food court this year includes the 4-

H Association and the Greek Association, and fund-raisers are being held at St. Martin’s Church, St. Luke’s
Church, and the West Lincoln Historical Society train station. Also, non-profit groups that have already signed
up for booths in the Marketplace include Trillium Gift of Life, GAMRU, Rose Cottage Volunteers, Casa Relief,
Niagara Peninsula Conservation, Gideons, Waterford and Fonthill Lions, West Lincoln Memorial Hospital
Foundation, Community Care, and McNally House. As well, the participants in our Classic and Sport Compact
Car and Truck Shows donate hundreds of dollars and many boxes of food to West Lincoln Community Care.

In addition to the financial support of the Township, PoultryFest sponsors have donated over $500,000 in cash
and services over the last eight years to operate the festival. Much of this money would never have made its way
to West Lincoln without PoultryFest. And, two years ago, we launched our Community Project Fund to raise
funds from PoultryFest visitors for worthwhile community projects. Last year $2442 was donated by attendees
to this fund and $1500 was turned over to the Firefighters to help purchase a defibrillator for the Smithville
arena. These are funds that are collected specifically for community projects and are not used for festival
operations. We have also worked with Township staff to improve facilities at the fairgrounds, like the new
basketball courts, where we were able to obtain donated materials by providing sponsorship recognition through
PoultryFest.

As you are aware, PoultryFest is a non-profit operation and, with crowds increasing each year, expenses are
also increasing to run a safe and successful event. As you can see in the financial statements that we submitted
to Council, we lost $3737 in 2006 and lost $3398 in 2007. Our volunteer committee is working hard this year
to increase revenue and decrease expenses to get back to the break-even point. It will be especially challenging
considering that the Greenbelt funding that we received last year is not available this year. This is why we had
asked that Council consider restoring the $5000 sponsorship that PoultryFest had received in earlier years of the
festival.

This is the busiest time of the year for our committee. We have many deadlines to meet and we are in the midst
of signing up and motivating our volunteers. It is unfortunate that we have had to spend a lot of time over the
past 3 days taking calls from volunteers wondering why the Council is critical of them and doesn’t support
them. In the 9 years that I have been involved with PoultryFest, I have not seen correspondence or advertising
from Council thanking the volunteers and businesses that put on PoultryFest for the community. We have not
asked for this recognition, but at the least, I think that we should be able to expect our Alderman to refrain from
making comments in front of the press that hurt our efforts to raise funds and keep volunteers.
